T
most pressing of these is the aviilidy of Navy uniforms
for cadets. At this point the availability of uniforms
through the NSCC Uniform Depot at Great Lakes is ver|
limited and almost noexistence. This is a result of two
actions taken by Navy which restricts uniform availabilit
at theNSCC Uniform Depot. First, the Navy has not
authorized the NSCC to have the new uniforms being
introduced to the Navy over the past year, i.e., black / t3
working uniform and digital BDUs. This authgation will
come when the fleés fully outfitted. The Navy wants to
insure the fleet is converted to the new uniforms as sooI
possible. Once this is done, the NSCC will be authorize
these uniforms. A second action that will impact on the
NSCC uniform availability ishatthe Navy changed the
policy onwhen Navy recruits get a full sea bag of
uniforms. In the past, recruits received a full sea bag up
reporting to Great Lakes. Now the recruit only receives
uniforms upon graduation. Until he graduates, he has
minimal Navy uniform clothing. This chge means that
now there are almost no uniforms available to the NSCq
Uniform Depot when a recruit is dropped from recruit
training. In the past the Uniform Depot received the full
sea bag of the dropped recriiQ is working on resolving
this uniform isse.

Your entire way of life has now been changed. More will be expected of you; more will be demanded of you. Not because

you are an E -7, but because you are now a Chief Petty Officer. You have not merely been promoted one pay gr ade. You

have joined an exclusive fraternity - and, as in all fraternities, you have a responsibility to your brothers - even as they

have a responsibility to you. Always bear in mind that no other armed force has rate or rank equivalent to that of the

United States Navy. Granted, that all armed forces have two classes of service: enlisted and commissioned; however,

the United States Navy has the distinction of having four, i.e. Enlisted, Bureau appointed CPO, Bureau appointed

Warrant and Commissioned.

wear your hat with aplomb, as did your brothers in arms before you. We take a deep , sincere pleasure in clasping your
hand, and accepting you as a Chief Petty Officer in the United States Navy.
